Children in Kiwi School participate in PE sessions and 45 minutes of outdoor provision each week.  
PE and outdoor learning sessions are on the following days:
Wren Class: Tuesday (outdoor) and Friday (indoor)
Robin Class: Monday (outdoor) and Thursday (indoor)
Swan Class: Monday (outdoor), Tuesday am (indoor) and Tuesday pm (outdoor provision)
Kingfisher Class: Thursday (outdoor), Wednesday (indoor) and Tuesday pm (outdoor provision) 
Woodpecker Class: Wednesday (outdoor), Thursday (indoor) and Tuesday pm (outdoor provision)
Heron Class: Thursday (indoor), Friday (outdoor) and Monday (outdoor provision)
Stork Class: Thursday (indoor), Wednesday (outdoor) and Monday (outdoor provision)
Flamingo Class: Friday (indoor) and Thursday (outdoor) and Monday (outdoor provision)
Morepork Owl Class: Thursday (outdoor provision) and Friday (PE Y6 and swimming Y5)
New Zealand Falcon Class: Thursday (outdoor provision) and Friday (PE Y6 and swimming Y5)
Black Kite Class: Thursday (outdoor provision) and Friday (PE Y6 and swimming Y5)
Children in EYFS will do outdoor learning as part of their provision as they currently do so will be in uniform on all days.
Children in Duckling, Mallard and Drake Classes will still be required to bring PE kits in and will change in class.  Details will follow from their class teacher.
Children will no longer be required to bring PE kit into school to change.  Instead, they will be asked to come in to school on their PE days in their correct PE kit (see requirements below).   
PE Kit Requirement
Every child should come into school on their PE days wearing the following kit:
· A plain white T shirt
· Plain shorts/skort for indoor PE – can wear jogging bottoms over this in the winter. 
· Plain black or blue jogging bottoms or leggings for outdoor PE (weather permitting).
· Trainers 
Jewelry should not be worn for PE and will need to be removed. If your child has pierced ears and can remove them, please can this be done at home.  Newly pierced ears will be covered by micropore tape in school.
Football Kits will NOT be allowed to be worn in PE lessons.
